Essential to your campus’ success 
· Partner with non-greeks 
· Involve campus groups
· Make it personal and local 
· Find people that have fought cancer 
· Make individual brothers go out and fundraise, it’s not just the Derby Days Chairman’s responsibility 
· Each brother has to raise $100 or $X amount.
· Provide incentives, EX: Brothers need to raise $100 or they can’t go to Formal. Or they can pay an additional $100 to be able to attend.
· Have brothers use the website and make their own personal page 
· Provide service to local businesses and organizations in the community 
· Make/use videos showing that everyone is going to be affected Cancer 
· Show how Huntsman effects GLOBALLY and PERSONALLY 
· Involve the community, not everything has to be a fraternity event.
· SPONSORSHIPS 
· If they can’t give you money, explore other options such as gift cards or products that you can auction off.
· Ask sponsors if their willing to provide baskets that your chapter can auction/raffle off at a banquet.
· Place their logos on t-shirts, banners, social media, etc. 
· If you are working with businesses, you need to think about WHY they would want to help you and work with you. There must be an equal exchange of value. 
· Send out emails with donation links. 
· Encourage participating sororities send out donation links.
· Planning and preparation is very important, make sure your fundraising events and Ideas are well thought out. 
· Reach out to big companies to see if they are interested in matching donations.
· Make it competitive up to a certain point, remember it is about the cause first and foremost. 
· Make sure you aren’t exploiting sorority women to raise all of your money for you.
 
What would you do differently? 
· Taper your fundraising style differently for brothers, campus, community, and family. 
· Brothers: Create an incentive to "Fundraise at least ____" to attend social events, formals, etc. (RAISES MORE THAN YOU THINK)
· Campus: Host events on campus that Greeks and Non-Greeks want to attend. Must be student oriented. Expand your greek row horizons.
· Community: Involve local businesses, organizations, non-profits, to get them involved in the events you are doing. You can also host community oriented events, such as Strike Out Cancer (USU) and Turkey Hunt (GSU).  
· Have the Annotator write up fundraising letters to local businesses and organizations to get them involved. 
· Reach out to family members. Write a thoughtful, hand-written note to family members that are interested in donating.  
· Use Huntsman Cancer Institute’s Letter Templates or have your Annotator write up a fundraising letter templates that are more personal. Always include the donation link as well as a link to your chapter's website. 
· As you go down the list above, the donation size will increase.

· Stay away from having sororities fundraise all of your money. Panhellenic is moving away from this trend.
· Use the Website. 
· Chapters that use the Website are typically the chapters that raise over $20,000.
· Share the link on Facebook, Instagram, via email
· Make your Derby Days personal. 
· On top of just fundraising, host events that are service-oriented or personalized. 
· Writing letters to cancer patients at a free Kick- Off BBQ 
· Chemo bags, blanket tying, etc.
· Dedicate the week to someone you know that has been affected by cancer (family member of a brother or someone in the community). Make sure they are comfortable with you sharing their story and hosting the week in their honor.
· Plan multiple events throughout the year on top of the Derby Days Week.
